Parent Responsibilities

If I must drop a class, I will pay for the next full month of tuition.

I will have my students prepared and to class on time. During class, I will silence my cell phone and
refrain from visiting.

I will stay out of rooms we are not using, eat only in designated areas, and clean up after myself and
my students after lunch.

I understand and will abide by Connections' food policy.

I will not walk my dog on the church grounds.

I will check my mailbox folder weekly and abide by new policies sent by email.

Student Responsibilities

My students understand they need to be in class or study hall during class times. They may not be in
the hallway while classes are in session.

My students understand they must be supervised by an adult if they are outside, in their car, or on the
playground. They may not go to 7-11 unless accompanied by an adult.
